We owe a lot to this man because he was one of the Charter Members of both

OK) in the early 1980’s. In fact, Bob was one of only five Charter Members when
NABIP Tulsa began in 1983. He was its second President in 1984, as well as
NABIP OK’s second President. Bob’s signature is on the Articles of Incorporation
document which was established for NABIP OK in 1985. He was a tremendous
leader and a constant recruiter for new members to our Association during his 20
year involvement.

Bob Phillips believed very much in education. He was very proud of his degree
from his home state of Tennessee and went out of his way to help young people
go to college.

He started the Shawna Goodin Memorial Scholarship in 1985 and the Nikolaus
Hanig Memorial Scholarship in 1997. These scholarships were administered by
NABIP OK and NABIP Tulsa, respectively. We believe we were the first
Association in NABIP to have scholarship programs for the children of our
members.

Bob Phillips’ legacy included Active Involvement not only in his industry
association, but also his Church and Civic Organizations. Bob made a difference
in everything he was involved in.

Bob and his wife Wanda owned a Third Party Administration business in Tulsa
and the proud parents of three children and several grandchildren.
